CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Vallejo called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m. in the City Hall Council Chambers, 1015 —
Avenue.

ITEMS FROM THE PUBLIC

Steve Yue, 1313 Thomas Way, stated that the city should post FPPC Form 460 on line.
Chris Quinoas stated he runs a free boot camp at 5:00 a.m. in Cecil Park. He was informed by police
officers that the park does not open until 6:00 a.m. He asked that he be allowed to use the park beginning
at 5:00 a.m.
Mario Reyes, 2242 Santa Barbara Circle, spoke in support of the boot camp.

Margaret Lara, 1314 — Avenue, spoke in favor of boot camp. She stated there is a need to have bike
education for children, and asked for more bike paths in the city.

Nathan Ford, 1314 Belmont Street, stated that Alzheimer’s is an ugly disease, and those who are working
in support groups are doing important work. He stated that Ms. Rios’s presentation on the budget at the
September 10, meeting was very professional. He stated that all council members should be at all
meetings and stay for the whole meeting. He stated that the Brown Act is obsolete.



Cecilia Luna, 2326 Princeton Street, spoke in support of the boot camp.

Richard Markham, 315 Dover Drive, recommend people ride bikes. He stated the City should put in
tennis courts in place of the Ellington pool.

Lena Mae Jones stated she is still asking about the street name.

Ethel Pickering, 102 Dover Place, asked if anyone from Delano is on the Commission on Aging. She
asked council to find out who appoints the committee members.

Roberto Ibarra stated that there are no tennis courts or sports areas on the west side, and the city should
put in tennis courts at the spray park. He stated the car wash on Cecil has been vandalized, and the city
should require that it be repaired.

Abraham Jimenez, 127 Dover Street, asked if we will get bike paths soon. He asked council to address

the public on closed session items. Mr. Jimenez suggested a committee be appointed to solicit funds from
Wal-Mart for special projects.

DEPARTMENTAL REPORTS
15) Transit

Ms. Zamudio introduced Hesham Elshazly, Transit Manager, who provided the report. Fixed route
ridership increased 33% from April to August. The routes have been updated to cover the entire city,
eliminate seldom used stops, and add other stops. The drivers’ schedules have also been updated. Dial-
A-Ride ridership increased 21% from April to August. New software has allowed for scheduling more
effectively, and the program now has ride sharing.

16) Recreation

Ms. Batth provided the report. Staff is reviewing the operational structure, the fee schedule, ways to
market the programs, and having on-line registration and payments. The city is collaborating with the
schools on sports programs. There will be changes made to the Halloween carnival. Staff is looking at
expanding the programs offered and researching grants.

Councilwoman Morris reported on the ACCAPS and League of California Cities conferences she
recently attended in San Diego. She worked on the resolutions committee and attended workshops. One
of the workshops was regarding how people show their love for their city. Ms. Morris spoke about what
we can do for our city and her appreciation for all those who come to the council meetings. Ms. Morris
thanked the council for allowing her to attend the conferences.

Councilman Aguirre stated the need for citizens to support our community and be role models for our
youth. He asked if infrastructure for the women’s shelter is being considered along with the new police
facility. Mr. Dowling informed him all the services are there.

Mayor Vallejo stated she has had talks with a private individual to secure funds for Heritage Park. She
noted that the city can’t always be the lead on everything being done in the city. All citizens need to work
together to come up with ideas and then implement them
